The eleven prize - winning artworks will be auctioned on Wednesday, 12 November 2008. The prices previously displayed on the artworks will be deemed to be the reserves. After the auction the winning artworks will remain in place for the duration of the exhibition and can be collected on Sunday evening, 16 November 2008 by the successful purchasers. All other artworks will remain for sale for the duration of the exhibition

Guests for the auction will be by invitation. No tickets will be sold. Entry will be free. GAF ticket holders will get an invitation on presentation of their GAF tickets. The auction will be preceded by cocktails and eats and the Mayor of Tauranga, Cllr Stuart Crosby, will open the auction.

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CONDITIONS OF ENTRY

1.  All works must be original and must not have been exhibited previously.  No prints will be accepted.

2. The longest side of the painting must not exceed 1.5 metres including the frame.

3. All works must be ready for hanging and well presented.  Any works poorly presented may be disqualified. The name of the artist, the painting’s title, price and medium must be written on the back of the painting as well as on a separate label attached to the painting with string.

4.  A non-refundable entry fee for each painting is $20.00 and must be included with the entry form.

5. All paintings not personally delivered and collected by the artists or their representatives must be suitably crated or boxed in rigid reusable packaging and couriered with a paid return freight ticket included in a marked envelope attached to the outside of the package.  Paintings couriered or personally delivered must arrive not before or later than Thursday, 7 November 2008, between 9 am and 12 noon. All reasonable care will be taken in the handling and exhibition of the paintings.  Insurance of paintings is the sole responsibility of the entrants and no liability for any loss or damage will be accepted by the organisers, Homes of Hope, Farmer Motor Group or any of its officers or assistants.

6. All works must be for sale and must remain on show for the duration of the exhibition.  A commission rate of 25% shall be retained in respect of any works that are sold in the course of the competition.  The proceeds will go towards the funding of the Homes of Hope Community Projects.  However, should an artist wish to give more than 25% to Homes of Hope, they are welcome to do so and the donation will be received with grateful thanks.

7. All unsold paintings must be collected at the exhibition venue between 4 and 5pm on Sunday, 16 November 2008 (with the exception of those that carry a return courier freight ticket).  Any paintings that are not collected will become the property of Homes of Hope and be deemed to be a donation.
